I would like to thank all who have, in one way or 

another, so kindly supported the people of Ukraine.

Having emerged from the pandemic, the world 

now faces new challenges posed by not only 

Putin’s unjust war but inflationary pressures arising 

from the rapid global economic bounce-back.

The Government has put together a targeted £37 

billion cost-of-living package, with help for those 

in Council Tax Bands A-D, pensioners, means-

tested benefits claimants, the disabled, and all 

who pay household energy bills. The lowest paid 

have been lifted out of NICs, and there have been 

generous changes to the Universal Credit taper rate 

and work allowance, worth £1,000 a year for two 

million low-income families.

Earlier this year, a second, temporary Job Centre 

was opened in Rhyl and the latest unemployment 

benefits claimant count in the Vale of Clwyd is 

now lower than pre-pandemic.

I am extremely concerned at the state of some 

local NHS services. The NHS in Wales has been 

run by Labour for the last quarter of a century, and 

exclusively through the devolved administration in 

Cardiff since 1999.  Please give me your support in 

championing patient safety and in challenging lack 

of access and poor standards.
